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work of Rike rehabilitation project. Rike Park repeats the shape
of Georgia map, with pedestrian paths tracing the outlines of
different regions of the country.

President of Georgia Mikheil Saakashvili and Mayor of Thilisi
Gigi Ugulava visited the Park and initiated construction of Music and
Drama Theater and Exhibition Hall there. Construction of this public
building, designed by Italian architect Massimiliano Fuksas, will be fin-
ished in two years. The architect personally visited Thilisi in order to
study Rike development plan and make sure that his project is seam-
lessly integrated with it.

Thilisi City Hall started to work on rehabilitation of Rike area as
part of complex program on rehabilitation and development of histor-
ical Thilisi in 2009. The program comprises several large projects; con-
siderable importance in this action is attributed to landscaping of Rike
Park and construction of facilities supporting the recreational function
of this area. Major distinctions of the Park are green architecture and
the network of pedestrian pathways. Small playgrounds, resting places
and an amphitheater, scattered in the park, enable organizing of dif-
ferent public activities there. The site is equipped with lighting sys-
tems of different types. Rike Park offers the citizen a comfortable and
pleasant environment. One of the main highlights of the Park is a
musical fountain, accessible from the Bridge of Peace and from the
promenade arranged on top of the new section of Avlabar tunnel. The
Bridge of Peace is the integral part of Rike spatial planning concep-
tion due to its role in connecting Rike Park with the right bank of
Mtkvari and Erekle Il, Shavteli, Chakhrukhadze and Leselidze Streets,
as well as Meidan, Kala and Abanotubani (i.e. linking Rike Park with
major tourist routes).

In Rike area, municipal authorities are also building a one-level
parking lot capable of accommodating up to 320 cars, which will relieve
the traffic and solve the problem of parking in the historical part of
the city.

Rehabilitation of Rike area will be finalized in 2012.

Construction of Rike Park was recently finished in the frame-
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one of historical districts of Thilisi. In this ancient part of the city you can

still find medieval churches and 19th century houses, many of which rep-
resent excellent samples of so-called Thilissian house architecture. Thilisi City Hall
continues its work, aiming at preservation of historical districts of the city.
Restoration activities in Kalaubani district were started on February 2 in coopera-
tion with Old Thilisi Development and Rehabilitation Foundation. The project implies
reinforcement and rehabilitation works for up to 30 residential houses in Lower
Kalaubani.

Historical houses will be roofed with high quality zinc sheets and ceramic
tiles; open glazed balconiesm will be arranged on their facades; courtyards will be
decorated with brick fences, typical for old Thilisi. City Hall will fully renovate water
supply, sanitation and drainage networks, existing in the district and update the
outdoor lighting systems.

Kalaubani will retain its traditional look, while its population will be provided
with better living conditions.

Kalaubani reconstruction-rehabilitation project will be funded from municipal
budget.

The historical district of Kalaubani adjoins the current center of Thilisi and
consists of two parts — Upper and Lower Kalaubani.

Launched in Batumi

n May 26 2011, the Georgian Independence Day,
OGeorgia‘s first-ever House of Justice was launched
in Batumi.

The construction designed by ltalian architect Michele
de Lucchi was built in Batumi in a year's time; from now
on, it will house different regional structural units of Ministry
of Justice, Control Chamber and Prosecutor General's
Office of the Autonomous Republic of Ajara.

New Georgian brand - the House of Justice - is the
first public service institution in Georgia with completely new
concept of service delivery by Ministry of Justice. The House
of Justice will deliver various types of services (namely, serv-
ices delivered by the Civil Registry Agency, National Agency
of Public Registry, National Archive, National Bureau of
Enforcement, Notary Chamber, Legislative Herald and
Training Center of Justice) based on the so-called "one-desk-
service" principle.

Batumi House of Justice is a perfect example of mod-
ern architecture and ergonomic office design. Archtrade
Company set the House of Justice with Arhend (Holland)
office fumiture, Miliken (England) carpet flooring, Sancal (Spain)
soft furniture, Pedrali (Italy) and Arper (ltaly) chairs, Caimi

Bulky but flexible exterior shapes not so much
correspond to the purposeof this or that building as provide their
artistic interpretation, highlight their function and render them even
more expressive.

An attractive and at the same time highly functional design is
smoothly integrated with its environment. Lighting, colors, accessories,
proportions, moving graphics — these tools proved much more effi-
cient in forming this unordinary space than an artificially developed

structure based on advanced technologies would.

The complex is designed by Georgian
and international architects and constructors, Italian company Fovi was car-
ryng out moritoring for the construction process. There are used lItalian construc-
tion and finishing materials: Pica; Fumagalli, Cicai Marche; Sivac; Centro dell isolante;

The first phase of the construction is occupying about 4 ha of the territory. The
Company is planning implementation of the second and third phases of the con-
struction and assimilation of the rest 12 ha. All three stages will be unified in a sin-
gle large complex.

Thilisi Diplomatic Village represents a dwelling complex constructed according
to European standards and with ltalian materials which is located in environmental-
ly safe and green place. The project involves dwelling houses for 45 families. the
project is completed and operational.

Public school of new architectural style was recently built in Gavazi village (Kvareli District, Kakheti)
according to architect Vakhtang Davitaia’s project.

School opening ceremony was attended by President of Georgia, Minister of Education and Science,
regional authorities and other officials. President of Georgia met with school teachers, pupils and village
residents; he gave a high evaluation to the new school building and noted that architectural solution of
this building and its facilities can compete with current European standards.

Gavazi School project, created by Vakhtang Davitaia, won the competition announced under |. Gogebashvil
Program of the Ministry of Education and Science of Georgia in 2007. Modern school building is intend-
ed for 600 pupils.

Innovative compositional and spatial structure of the school, openness of its fasade, pathway lead-
ing to the school, the portal — all this has been combined to create the friendly, positive feeling, which is
continued in the atmosphere of the interior, where the main artistic accent is the lobby with three rows of
windows and a prominent staircase. Considering the specifics of country life, the school was built with the
view of turning into a cultural hub for the whole village.

In the functional and spatial organization of school building the key is full integration of communica-
tion and recreation spaces, stripping the entire school of sharp corners and recesses. This principle ampli-
fies the space and fosters unlimited communication between school pupils, but does not cause any incon-
veniences, because the school building was planned so as to allow differentiation of age groups at differ-
ent level. There are seven classrooms (60 sq. m. each) at the ground floor, a class for independent stud-
ies and the teachers’ room, as well as a sports hall and auxiliary facilities. From the ground floor lobby, a
wide (1.8 m) ramp leads into the semi-basement floor which contains locker rooms (separate for each
class), cafeteria and the kitchen with immediate connection to the courtyard. First floor contains seven
classrooms, studies and laboratories. In the second floor there are eleven classrooms and assembly hall.
For children with special needs, the school is equipped with ramps and the elevator.

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ous restaurants, bars, swimming pools, a casino and bird's-eye views. Hotel rates are
not yet defined.

this project is realized, Thilisi will have one more protected recreation area of absolutely new type. This place, which
served as one of city dumps the recent years, boasts a lake three times as big as the Turtle Lake (1000x300 m), abun-
dant in fish and set in a breathtaking landscape. White Lake development project is a really generous gift for Thilisi popu-
lation.

White Lake area development started three years ago; the lake was cleaned, access roads were upgraded, parking
lots are being arranged. The lake is located near to central highway of Gldani District, parallel to Georgian Military Road.

Under the project, While Lake area is divided into several zones. One of them - public recreation zone - includes a
beach, a number of open cafes and bungalows, youth entertainment centre and a miniature 4D cinema. Open cafes and
awnings lined along the beach boast original design and prevalence of white colour (every construction in the public area
will be faced with white, transparent or mirror materials and local personnel will wear white uniforms). Several playgrounds
will be arranged for children; the area will be provided with pedestrian pathways and picnic spots.

Another zone of White Lake Area is reserved for fashionable recreational complex "White Event Hall", dedicated to
large events (presentations, shows, etc.) with up to 800 participants. The complex will include a spectator hall with a stage,
a restaurant, several bars, exhibition spaces, open terraces for outdoor events and other relevant facilities. As the lake is
large enough for yachting, the second zone will also include a yacht club.

A presentation hall will be built with light glazed constructions on the lake surface - this facility will function as a restau-
rant and host especially festive events. A large screen will be mounted on a mast above the lake for broadcasting of events
going on in the White Event Hall and other interesting footage.

To make the most of the main attraction of the area - as we said above, the lake is abundant in fish - fishing spots
will be arranged at a distance from the main architectural complex.

According to the project, the shoreline across from the public zone will be allocated for housing development. Residential
complex will include 12 villas with homestead plots opening on the lake. Buyers of each villa will receive a motor boat as
a gift from project representatives.

We are sure that White Lake area will soon become a popular recreation spot for Thilisi residents.

By the next season, so-called Gldani Lake area will become publicly available with updated infrastructure. The proj-
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Project site is located in the geographic center of Thilisi,
in outer Avlabar, between Chubinidze, Tsurtsumia and Tsiteltskaro
Streets and Chubinidze Lane. Urban development of this area
started in the 1850'ies; since then it grew into an industrial quar-
ter, as one can see from historical maps and detailed descrip-
tion included in historical-architectural research by architect A.
Prozorova.

For a very long time facilities existing in this area were
used as military warehouses; today, one part of these old build-
ings is ruined and the other - abandoned, though there are some
buildings, which have been adapted for living.

Lengthy utilization of this area for military purposes some-
what degraded the existing urban background, because the whole
territory was protected and its connection with the surrounding
parts of the city was restricted.

Nowadays, though part of the buildings and the fence are
destroyed, project site - an amorphous formation in the center

of the city - falls in discord with urban character of surrounding
districts. The network of historical streets is in an especially poor
condition - they require thorough restoration, which will also con-
tribute to improving public transportation in the adjacent areas.

Preliminary urban planning analysis almost automatically divid-
ed the project site into three quarters, which offer a consider-
able potential for healthy development.

Project proposal incorporates tentative division of these quar-
ters into cost-efficient, mid-range and mixed function zones.

Mixed function zone will be clustered around the existing
buildings, which can be used for commercial, cultural and pub-
lic purposes after reconstruction and rehabilitation (e.g. they could
house art studios, offices, exhibition halls, clubs, etc.). Parallel
to rehabilitation of historical buildings, a pedestrian promenade
and new pedestrian square will be created in the southern part
of project site after reconstruction of an unreasonably wide street
and square. The promenade, lined with arcades and ending in

a highrise building, dominating the surrounding space, will form
an interesting urban space (replicating the urban structure of his-
torical Sagzlis Moedani (literally "Provisions Square"), which will
not only boost development of project area, but also contribute
to refreshing the outlook of adjacent parts of outer Avlabar.

As soon as the master plan is agreed with relevant munic-
ipal services and amended in accordance with their recommen-
dations and requirements, project group will finalize the planning
stage and go ahead with construction.

We believe that organic combination of old and new will
allow this conception to develop into an interesting and comfort-
able mixed public and residential zone.

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is manifested by a mixed display of

Baroque, Renaissance and Gothic
motives with later additions of romanticism,
Art Nouveau and constructivism details on
facades of local buildings. Smaller, compar-
atively modest constructions of the old sea-
line districts used to provide an advantageous
background for larger, more imposing build-
ings of downtown Batumi. Some of the older
Batumi districts still retain their authentic look
in spite of recent interventions. Best-pre-
served parts of the city, which did not yet lose
their original historical context, are seaside quar-
ters - Gogebashvili Street area, most part of
which was historically known as Azaziye
Quarter.

Major rehabilitation project was launched
in Batumi in 2009. The project provided for
rehabilitation of many historical streets and build-
ings, construction of hotels, museums, a
business-center and a park in old Batumi.
Gogebashvili Street reconstruction, aiming to
restore the initial look of this historical area,
is part of Old Batumi Rehabilitation project.

On this particular instance, we would like
to describe the reconstructed interior of no.
38 Gogebashvili Street, realized according to
the project developed by Architects.Ge (main
project architects: Gaga Kiknadze and Levan
Mushkudiani). The drab construction, built in
the 1950'ies, noticeably disrupted the archi-
tectural context of the historical district.
Reconstruction enriched it with native features
of Batumi architecture and integrated it with
its immediate surroundings. "Gogebashvili 38"
is only a beginning of the multistage project
developed by the Architects.Ge and implying
reconstruction of several other buildings in the
same area. The process of project implemen-
tation clearly shows the dynamics of urban
background development with quarter-by-
quarter development and peculiar orientation
of facades, following street direction, intrinsic
to Batumi.

In October 2011 Rustavi, Georgia, will host an international tourna-
ment at the reconstructed car race track. In the future, this facility is going
to host more tournaments of international importance.

Georgia was recently visited by FIA (Federation Internationale de
I'Automobile) president Jean Todt, who met with President of Georgia, top
representatives of Ministry of Internal Affairs and Ministry of Sport and Youth
of Georgia and newly-elected chairman of Georgian National Aubomobile
Federation Shota Abkhazava. Mr. Todt also went to Rustavi in order to see
the car race track under construction, inspected the state of roads in the
country and observed local driving habits.

In our country Jean Todt encountered numerous surprises. Before
Georgia, he had toured Ukraine and Armenia, but what he saw here exceed-
ed all his expectations. He called the unfinished Rustavi car race track an
auto-city. According to Jean Todt, Rustavi has the potential of entering the
list of international class racing tracks capable of hosting high level com-
petitions. Rustavi racing track is currently being finished: a new, more diverse
track, suitable for both Formula-1 and competitions of other level, is built;

7000-seat tribunes are arranged. The track will be launched in July 2011,
but its full reconstruction will finish in October, by the time of interational
tournament, which will be hosted by Rustavi.

Architectural image of the complex comprises a number of original-
ly designed facilities: B1 - VIP Complex (total floor area: 2770 sq. m.; includes
fitness center, roofed 1000-seat tribune, hotel, restaurant, office and con-
ference hall); B2 - pits (@ 120 by 8 m facility for storage of elite cars, with
roofed tribunes on top); B3 - service bays (33 units); B4a - Welcome Center;
B4b - public toilets; B4c - toilets and shower rooms for competition partic-
ipants; B5 - car and motorbike tuning center (2000 sq. m.); B6 - museum
/ salon (2500 sg. m.); B7 - roofed carting track (4000 sg. m.); B8 - stor-
age facility for bug cars (360 sq. m.); B9 - new electrical sub-station (80
sq. m.); B10 - car wash station (133 sq. m.); B11 - shop (450 sq. m.);
B12 - medical center (878 sq. m.); B13 - shooting center (340 sq. m.);
B14 - rainwater collector. Master plan of the complex incorporates future
possibilities of expanding relevant facilities.

FIA intends to provide Georgia with all possible support; hopefully,
our country will soon become a regular venue of international car racing
competitions.
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The Opera is visible in
the entire Copenhagen
inner harbour — from
Knippelsbro to Kastellet

he Opera is situated in Copenhagen’s inner harbour and completes the historical axis run-
I ning from the Marble Church through Amalienborg and into the Opera - right at the stage
front where the performing artists and their audience meet.

The Opera has two auditoria: the Large Auditorium — organized as a classical horseshoe
shape with a 1,800 seating capacity — and Takkelloftet — the Royal Danish Theatre’s black box
stage for experimental theatre seating 200. The wooden shell that embraces the Large Auditorium
— visible all the way from the harbour space through the glass fasade — lies like a smooth and
golden conch in the foyer with its stairs and light footbridges dynamically connected to the bal-
conies that run alongside the fasade of the structure. From up here, the audience of the Opera is
provided with views of the entire foyer as well as a 180° panoramic view spanning from the har-
bour fairway towards Knippelsbro and across the city centre turrets and spires to the view out of
the harbour towards LlUresund to the north.

The Opera — full of life and activity around the clock — together with the various other cultur-
al bodies of the area contributes to the vibrant and inspirational urban space at Holmen.

THE ARRIVAL PLAZA

The audience enters the arrival plaza from the wide harbour promenade or by crossing the
harbour fairway by boat. A future bridge project from Holmen to Nyhavn is in the planning.

The arrival plaza is framed by the 32 m long floating roof eaves the size of three solid foot-
ball fields. The roof structure copies the technique applied for an airplane wing, which in order to
‘float’ must possess a comparatively small structural depth and an extensive span. As a result of
this particular roof design, the Opera received The IABSE Outstanding Structure Award in 2008.

To emphasize the monumental character and maritime location of the structure, canals have
been excavated on both sides of the Opera.

THE AUDITORIUM

With its exterior shell of stained maple, the Large Auditorium of the Opera draws an evident
parallel to the body of a stringed instrument. A magical universe of tones and sound embrace you
and rouse your expectations even as you enter. The golden maple is continued inside the audito-
rium in the balcony cladding. The rear walls and the floor are covered in stained solid maple ele-
ments and smoked oak, respectively. Horizontal recesses and reliefs are coordinated in number,
depth, length and height on all rear walls, box walls and balcony fronts not only for ornamental
purposes but to ensure excellent acoustics as well. Seats are upholstered in velour according to
Royal Danish Theatre tradition.

The Large Auditorium seats from 1,400 to 1,800 depending on orchestra pit size. The clas-
sical horseshoe structure shapes an intense space surrounded by the audience, with the "see and
be seen" effect merging into the magic of the opera performance. The intimate space with the four
elaborately decorated balconies forming one coherent piece of furniture that stretches forward onto
the stage front accentuates the meeting between performing art and its audience. A grid of light
spots inserted in the 24 carat gold leaf covered ceiling lights the auditorium like the stellar sky. The
conical balcony fronts have integrated light in the horizontal recesses as an ornamental element,
and small spots placed under the balconies provide light to the balcony seats.

PROCESS AND COLLABORATION

In 2000 the A.P. Mulller and Chastine Mc-Kinney Muiller Foundation decided to donate an
opera hall to Denmark. Henning Larsen Architects were commissioned to make an opera and bal-
let venue with design and acoustics of international format.

Four years passed from the date of commissioning the project until the structure was com-
pleted - an absolute requirement from the client. Consequently, the process was both very fast and
very efficient; in 2001 with the architects still in the design process, the excavators started digging
on the site. When peaking, the Opera project employed more than 40 architects from the office.

In order to obtain the best possible conditions for both construction, acoustics and stage tech-
nology, Henning Larsen Architects during the entire process worked in the closest collaboration with
a number of interational consultants and specialists: engineers Ramboll, Arup Acoustics, lighting
architects Speirs and Major as well as theatre and stage specialists Theatreplan LLP. The mutual
commitment established within the cross-disciplinary interaction of the client's staff, the consultant
team and the operating party (a total of more than 950 staff divided into building workers, super-
visors and chief resident engineers) resulted in the erection of one of the biggest and most inno-
vative structures in Denmark: the Opera in Copenhagen with its 41,000 m2 distributed onto 14
floors and more than 1,100 rooms. The Opera was completed in October 2004 and was ready for
its public inauguration on 15 January 2005.

Organizing of festivals in new formats, development of
Russian design museum conception, arranging of Moscow Week
of Design and emergence - all over the Russian Federation -
of design development centers, engaged in marketing, support
and promotion of local projects, started to destroy post-Soviet
stereotypes abroad and contributed to forming of new national
image.

MOD Design Centre is an ultramodern playground of inter-
national level, meeting point for different people, willing to pro-
mote innovations and ideas in modern design. Like in Pacific
Design Center in Los-Angeles or Danish Design Center in
Copenhagen, local professionals can demonstrate their works,
and the public is welcome to get familiar with new tendencies,
materials and technologies.

MODrs title, logo and interior design were developed in coop-
eration with famous designer Karim Rashid. The meaning of word
“MOD” (associated with “fashionable”, “stylish” in English) fully
conforms to the mission adopted by the Center: bringing togeth-
er business, culture, education and leisure.

Center building is located in the very heart of Moscow, in
the vicinity of White House, Kremlin and the Garden Ring Road;

Design Act is the first multiformat festival in Russia, show-
casing world tendencies of modern industrial design, audiovisu-
al technology achievements and media innovations. Festival pro-
gram is developed for groups of visitors and participants radical-
ly differing by age, social status and professional interests:

Design Forum — offers lectures, discussions, master-class-
es, round table talks on the most important issues of industrial
design, involving Russian and foreign designers;

Design Exhibition — exhibitions of festival partners and par-
ticipants;

Design Market — exhibitions and sales of design articles;

Design Party — informal socializing opportunities;

Design Act — experimental zone for designers, artist, film-
makers, physicists and technologists, lighting specialists and DJs
(interactive and urbanistic installations: Video Graffiti, Audio

In 2010, Moscow first hosted Festival of Russian Design
SRETENKA DESIGN WEEK, which aimed at introducing local
industrial design to the public. As different from other events,
organizers applied the so-called “open gallery” format, unique for
Russia: open design territory, resembling the concept of Tortona
zone in Milan and Clerkenwell Quarter in London.

Sretenka Area is the neighborhood of ancient Sretenka Street,
where galleries, cafes, shops, restaurants serve as exhibition spaces,
and the urban environment with boulevards, squares and lanes
is the perfect stage for creative experiments and architectural
objects.

One of the main events in Sretenka Area was exhibition “Russian Design
Phenomenon”, covering the ideas of Russian futurism, suprematism, constructivism,
etc., reflecting development of 20th century creative culture and demonstrating the
unique growth and forming of Russian design thinking.

Official closing ceremony of the festival was combined with presentation of a
new award “For Design!” established by Design Development Center:

crystal prize — for creation of industrial replication articles (reserved to artists);

pewter prize — for the cheek of being a designer in Russia;

wooden prize — for introduction of design ideas into the everyday life of Russian
population (reserved to companies).

On June 26 | happened to attend an unusual exhibition

- When was your studio launched?

- We started to work about three months ago. The idea of
creating such a studio is much older, but it probably needed
some ripening. Finally we realized it with the support of archi-
tectural studio "Studio Three", and now, looking at the kids' works,
| feel that Applied Design Studio was worth establishing.

- As far as | know, there is some experience of such
studios run by architects in other countries...

- Absolutely right. Architects in Holland, England and
France tried to work in this direction and their initiatives were
highly successful. | remember a report on fantastic works creat-
ed by students of Russian architects in your magazine.

Anyone maintaining some connection with visual culture agrees

that aesthetic vision should be developed from the childhood.
For teenagers it is especially efficient to work in such studios,
because they are so keen to see the results of their work, which
gives them additional motivation to study art.

- How many pupils do you have in your studio now?
Are there any age limitations?

- At the time being we have 14 students. The youngest is
12 years old and the oldest is 15. In the autumn we plan to
expand the studio and form a separate group for university stu-
dents. A different program will need to be developed for them.

- What teaching methods do you apply now?

- Our lessons incorporate theory and practice. We take a
culture, study its development, artistic features and their under-
lying reasons (including geography, economics and history). Further
on, to maximally expand this knowledge, the students make the-
matic articles, using different handcraft techniques like papier mache,
collage, modeling, painting, etc. In the autumn we will probably
set more complex goals, which will make the process more chal-
lenging. For instance, we plan to introduce theater stage design
and book illustration.

- This means that the future exhibitions will be even
more interesting?

- | hope so and look forward to it.
