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Rehabilitation of Ma

Reconstruction of David Agmashenebeli Avenue
was followed by implementation of rehabilitation works in
Kote Marjanishvili Street, one of the most beautiful
streets of Thilisi.

Six houses were fully reconstructed under the proj-
ect: roofs were replaced, substructures were reinforced,
facades were refurbished. Reconstruction project was
designed by architectural company Architects.Ge. Four
new houses were built in Marjanishvili Street according
to the projects approved by scientific methodological board
at Thilisi City Hall. Rehabilitation project provided for full

replacement of underground communications and drainage
systems, installation of modern combined outdoor light-
ing and backlight structures. Marjanishvili Street under-
ground passage was also reconstructed; comfortable, 120-
place underground parking lot was built; pedestrian part
of the street was fully redesigned. Refreshed Marjanishvili
Street became more attractive both for the local popula-
tion and for tourists.

Next stage of Old Thilisi Rehabilitation Project,
implementation of which has already started, includes recon-
struction of the following areas: Marjanishvili Square neigh-

janishvili Street Finalized

borhood in the direction of Dimitri Uznadze Street; sec-
tion of David Agmashenebeli Avenue from Tsabadze Street
till crossing with King Tamar Avenue; section of Giorgi
Tsabadze Street from Mtkvari Embankment till crossing
with Akaki Tsereteli Avenue; Saarbrucken Square; Shavteli
and Chakhrukhadze Streets. The plan implies replace-
ment of underground communications and drainage sys-
tems and reconstruction of 70 buildings (including rein-
forcement of underground and overground parts of the
buildings, re-roofing, facade restoration, etc.). These
activities will be finished in autumn 2012.

Old Thilisi Rehabilitation Project covered reconstruction of
a house in no. 12 David Agmashenebeli Avenue (in the cor-
ner of so-called Dog Lane). Authors of this project are archi-
tects Nika Sebiskveradze and Dito Elikashvili.

Outdated constructions (substructures, walls) were reinforced;
the building was re-roofed, damaged architectural elements of
the fa?ade were refreshed, specially processed and painted.
Passers-by will necessarily notice and remember the renovat-
ed house, which looks simply rectangular from the sides, but
is very bright and curvaceous, when you look at it from the
front.

All of Nika's and Dito's projects are creative, even some-
what theatrical. These architects, with their original and refined
working style, are always sure to present an efficient innova-
tive solution. Their projects grew into many interesting residen-
tial and public constructions in all over Georgia and in other
countries.

Nika Sebiskveradze and Dito Elikashvili are professionals
with deep insight. Their projects provide a wholesome percep-
tion of color, lighting, material, thorough knowledge of construc-
tion and relief - in fact, this is what stands behind real art.

Nika Sebiskveradze and Dito Elikashvili have designed a
beautiful "Giraffe" building in Chavchavadze Avenue. The ani-
mals on the cubic walls of this building seem to move and
breathe - they interact with people, create a peaceful micro-
environment and really cheer up children and grown-ups alike.

The two architects never stop working. At the time being
they are in the process of implementing several important proj-
ects, and we hope to tell you more about the results of their
activity in the nearest future.

Driving along a seaside highway from Batumi Airport to city center, you will surely
notice a slender construction, rising above the city skyline.

Batumi Tower was reconstructed in July 2012. This is a beautiful building, which has
no exact analogues in the world. Streamlined structure is designed by Italian architect
Michele de Lucchi. The tower was built by Georgian contractor in cooperation with Italian
company Tensoforma.
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Restaurant "Vox" is located on the 22nd storey of a highrise, recently
built by Duplex Company in the neighborhood of Batumi aqua-park (Author
of project of Building D.Japaridze). The special feature of this two-level restau-
rant is that its second level rotates (one full revolution in 45 minutes), enabling
visitors to enjoy the views of Batumi while relishing their meals. Restaurant
interior was designed by architect Bacha Ramishvili. Unexpected design touch-
es add lightness and comfort to the public space. Stylistic integrity of the
interior does not subdue individuality and functionality of constituent parts;
on the contrary, their diversity leaves the impression of weightlessness. All
elements of the space contribute to the general feeling of freedom. A diverse
palette of constructional and decorative details is applied to visually increase
the interior and highlight originality of constantly changing clothes collections
exhibited on the shelves and racks.

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On May 13-16 Sofia hosted the 13th International Triennial INTERARCH2012.
Among the participants of Triennial events - exhibitions, discussions and lectures there
were several Georgian architects and architectural schools.

INTERARCH Triennials are arranged for almost forty years already. Starting with
1987 this event, attracting the leading architects of the world, is organized under the
umbrella of International Academy of Architecture. International Academy of Architecture
(IAA) is the only architectural body accorded the status of UN consultant. IAA unites
leading architects from over 40 different countries and has regional associations on all
the continents. 1AA's major international activity is organizing of international architec-
tural conferences, competitions and exhibitions, global and regional seminars, meet-
ings and symposiums in partnership with UNESCO, UNDTCD, UNCHS, UNEP, UNCED
and other organizations.

In this year's Triennial, international jury distinguished Georgian architects in sev-
eral nominations at once.

In nomination "Innovation and Traditional Architecture", covering realized and unre-
alized projects created during the last 3 years, Grand Prix of the Minister of Culture
of Republic Bulgaria, INTERARCH Gold Medal and Honorary Diploma were
awarded to Georgian architects Archpriest Father Vissarion (Menabde),

IAA's Associate Professor Nikoloz Abashidze and Nikoloz Dadiani -
authors of St. Mary of Assumption Church "Sioni" in Rustavi.

In nomination "Modern Architecture”, special prize of the Embassy
of Japan in Sofia, INTERARCH Silver Medal and Honorary Diploma
were awarded to IAA academician Vakhtang Davitaia for an inno-
vative and highly creative realized project - Public School in
Gavazi Village.

In nomination "Architecture Monographs", Silver ¥ ]

Medal was awarded to IAA's Professor Shota Bostanashvili and David Bostanashvili
for the book "Butsa: Architect Victor Jorbenadze".

At the exhibition-competition of students' diploma projects, second prize and INTER-
ARCH Silver Medal, as well as Honorary Diplomas of IAA and the Union of Architects
of Bulgaria were awarded to six young Georgian architects. Considering such distinc-
tion of Georgian graduate students, special prizes - Gold Capitals and Honorary Diplomas,
were awarded to deans of Georgian architectural schools - Gocha Mikiashvili and
Nodar Amashukeli.

Thilisi City Hall established a prize of its own for the first time in the last 10 years.
This prize, INTERARCH Silver Medal and Honorary Diploma were awarded to Maltese
architect Richard England for project "Open to the Sky Chapel".

Apart from exhibitions and competitions, Triennial included lectures and seminars,
hosted by University of Architecture, Civil Engineering and Geodesy of Sofia. The series
of lectures and seminars, supported by the International Union of Architects and the
International Academy of Architects, were delivered by Daniel Libeskind (USA), Richard
England (Malta), Fumihiko Maki and Riken Yamamoto (Japan), Juhani Pallasma (Finland),
Alfonso Mercurio (ltaly), Francisco Serrano (Mexico) as well as Vakhtang Davitaia and
Temur Jorjadze from Georgia.

At the discussion "Religious Tolerance, Integration of Minority Groups and
Responsibility of Architecture", organized by UIA's special commission "Spiritual Spaces",
architect Nikoloz Abashidze delivered a report and was awarded an 1AA Certificate for
interesting theme "Origins and Development of Religious Tolerance" and "Spirit of the
Place" (illustrated by examples of old Thilisi and present-day Rustavi).

On June 5 2012 the Grand Hall of National Parliamentary Library of Georgia
hosted presentation of award-winning architects and projects, organized by the
Union of Architects of Georgia.
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Initiative by Energy Efficiency

Center Georgia

Annual EU Sustainable Energy Week took place on
June 18-22 2012. The event was organized by EU
Directorate General for Energy, European Agency of
Competitiveness and Innovation and other European organ-
izations.

The goals of EUSEW were to promote development
of renewable energy and energy efficiency and raise the
public awareness on environmental, social and econom-
ic potential of renewable energy and energy efficiency.

Under the umbrella of EUSEW, Energy Efficiency
Center Georgia together with its partners - BP Georgia
and Georgian Technical University, organized competition
"Sustainable Development in Architecture" for undergrad-
uate and graduate student architects. The project was
coordinated by Liana Garibashvili (Energy Efficiency
Center Georgia); Coordination Board included Gocha

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Present-day
Realia -

Present-day realia can be exciting or bor-
ing, obscure or revealing some signs of far
or near future. Who could predict the des-
tiny of present-day material or spiritual val-
ues and how true these values are today?

Professional integration of classical and
modern signage is one of the most interest-
ing methods applied in modern architecture.
Still another professional challenge is to
design unordinary spaces motivating people
for comfortable businesslike or leisure rela-
tionships. Fortunately, there are high-class pro-
fessional architects in Georgia, who can
cope with such endeavors, and Nino
Akhvlediani is one of them. She belongs to
the pleiad of architect-designers who devel-
oped their creative standing by mastering pro-
fessional innovations and trying to find the
right expression to the modern design lan-
guage.

Nino Akhvlediani's architecture mani-
fests unusual attitude toward material, form,
color and natural surroundings. It is surpris-
ing how her compositions are enriched by
flexibility of their individual details and vice
versa.

Design of single-family house exterior pre-
sented here (construction author - architect
Gaga Kiknadze) is first of all highly aesthet-
ic, and this is caused by the scale of urban
planning solution, precise selection of con-
struction site, spatial structure of the compo-
sition, and innovative, progressive synchro-
nism of technology and functional structure.
Exterior image of the house is largely due
to Nino Akhvlediani's professionalism. Integrity
of design is achieved by application of mod-
ern and stylized decor motives, sculpturesque
spatial solutions and intricate architectural
rhythms. Design, tonality and location of
exterior nuances reveal refined taste. In the
free-flowing design all the details are exclu-
sive and accentuated. Ultramodern lines and
forms are softened by elegant motives; every
object attracts the attention worthy of a spe-
cial phenomenon, an interesting fragment of
a movie or an actor on the stage.
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One Man's Home

"According to Feng Shui, every house contains objects inciting favor-
able energies and spreading positive aura" - this principle guided archi-
tect-designer Nino Akhvlediani while she designed the interior of a rec-
tangular 86 sq. m. studio apartment, which she nicknamed "One Man's
House".

Laconic planning of the apartment is compensated by careful attitude
toward natural decoration materials and accessories. Their virtualization
defines the overall design style. Texture of facing materials helped create
an integral, light space. Mobile design elements are balanced by tonality
of delimitative surfaces. The interior seems to radiate some special inner
light; its depth is accentuated by details, accessories, individual fumniture,
combination of natural and artificial lighting. It is interesting to look at the
wardrobe, hidden behind the mirror in the entrance area - the copyright
on its original technology belongs to Nino. Living room is separated from
the bedroom by a massive door. Sapphire-green wooden kitchen furni-
ture perfectly matches Feng Shui stylistics. The bedroom boasts beauti-
ful fused stained glass windows (this exclusive idea also belongs to the
author of interior design). Wood, marble, granite... Mobile forms created
with these materials sensitively react to every change.

The environment, professionally formed in this interior, is tailored to
the client's character - the apartment is a representation of the owner's
personality, his sanctuary.

The plan of project author proved its value. Nino Akhvlediani knows
that her art is just a part of more important things and, however unusu-
al it might seem to you - this is the source of her creative power.
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Velvety interior of this house transports you
into the past and tells you about the spirit of
the family which lives here. In spite of contem-
porary details, the house is saturated with vin-
tage comfort. The interior is eclectic, probably
not far from stylistic kitsch. "Kitsch is what we
all like and feel ashamed to acknowledge - and
this is what attracts me..." - says designer Nino
Jgenti. And indeed - the space is filled with a
diversity of vintage objects - grandmother's cab-
inet, a stray chair, old vases, antique chests,
bought and restored by Nino and adding a
unique tonality to interior design. Some things
you will find in this house seem to have no
particular purpose except to decorate: statuettes,
stones, frames, draperies... things not used,
but loved, presents brought by friends...

For a designer, comfort at home is formed
by peaceful atmosphere. This is why Nino calls
herself a comfort designer. It may sound unbe-
lievable, but she transformed a standard
Khrushev-design flat into a very cozy living space.
Flexible integrity of the interior is achieved by
constant motion and efficient transitions, which
flow and change as the viewer moves... And
Nino's design provides a very interesting back-
ground setting to the life of a family in a small
apartment in an ordinary Tbilisi apartment
block.

He studied applied art at Thilisi State Academy of
Arts. Otar Vepkhvadze's works were exhibited in Russia,
Germany, Italy, USA, Canada, Latvia, Hungary and Greece;
he is the art director of movies "Up the Spiral Staircase"
and "Mtis Novela".

While speaking about the origins of Otar Vepkhvadze's
art, you would first of all recall theatricality and musicality.
Even if the themes of his works seem to be very remote
from theatre, they still have that air about them. Metaphorical
quality of his ceramic art originates from this very source.

Otar Vepkhvadze has a very special language. He does
not resemble anyone. This is a very distinctive artist-sculp-
tor. He definitely has some connection with the traditional;
he does not follow the fashionable trend of installation-mak-
ing. Nonetheless, his art is vibrant with modern language,
which started to disseminate in art in the 20th century and
gains such an importance nowadays. In Otar Vepkhvadze's
works this is a combination of sculpture and painting, and

it yields very interesting results. This is what his stylistics
and modernity are about.

His art is not just an expression of his inner world, but
the struggle with general disappointment and chaos, capa-
ble of expressing panhuman content.

Otar Vepkhvadze is one of creators of modem Georgian
avant-garde, which made our epoch so famous.

Otar Vepkhvadze is a romantic demiurge hero. He lives
as if writing a novel: with gusto, busily, dynamically, mak-
ing people guess what will follow; and he paints like a novel
is written: with generalizations, involving lots of personages,
always remembering to allow some suspense in plot devel-
opment.

Georgian educational system offers fairly good study opportunities in the sphere
of practical design, but provides no access to any specialized education programs
in fashion management, fashion marketing, fashion merchandising, fashion advertis-
ing, fashion jounalism, etc. In the meantime, the majority of foreign universities pay as
much attention to these professions as to design courses proper — abovelisted subjects
are intensively taught in such popular fashion education schools as Fashion Institute of
Technology and Parson’s School (USA), Saint Martin School and London College of Fashion
(UK); one can choose between four-year bachelor degree courses in Fashion Merchandise
Management and short summer courses, focusing on such subjects as Introduction to Fashion
Buying and Merchandising, etc.

Fashion merchandising is one of the most important areas of fashion business. Shops
can just follow the existing fashion trends or act as trendsetters, but they are always obliged
to know their consumers, be aware of their requirements and anticipate their wishes. | am sure
that active application of fashion merchandising is the most efficient tendency nowadays. This
is caused by actual necessity of coping with increasing competition and other difficulties while
selling various products (especially at the top end). As we noted, in our country fashion mer-
chandising is a comparatively young, underestimated profession. It was not really necessary in
the past, when the market was almost empty, but now the situation has changed and we should
consider new requirements... | took time to systemize researches published by foreign scien-
tists and the experience of shop networks and buyers, and developed an educational program
in fashion merchandising, which can provide student designers with extra specialization in fash-
ion business.

This educational program, titled “Fashion Design with Additional Specialization in Fashion
Merchandising” is unique for Georgia. Extra specialization will allow the graduates of this
course to work on the verge of fashion design and fashion business.

According to the mentioned program, fashion designer / merchandiser is a wide-pro-
file specialist with professional education in selling of clothes, footwear, accessories and
beauty products. Having studied retail sale promotion methods, young designers will be
able to maintain positive image of the trademark, match the choice of merchandise
with the consumers’ requirements and contribute to increasing the efficiency of fash-
ion product sales. In other words, complex approach toward training in fashion design
and fashion merchandising provides young specialists with extra opportunities to
fully realize their potential and successfully adapt to professional environment.

Considering this, it is important that Tbilisi State Academy of Arts adds the
mentioned program to the range of its graduate study courses. Certain
steps toward satisfying modem education requirements have been taken
already, but local education system in general is still open for expan-

sion and adjustment.
