Present design (customer — Municipal de-
velopment Fund of Georgia) envisages reha-
bilitation of Mziuri Park.The Reconstruction
of Mziuri Park in Tbilisi has been completed.
The project also includes the renovation of the
park and greenery near the Chabua Amireji-
bi highway which was damaged during the
June 13, 2015 flood. Bicycle roads, benches,
bins, drinking water fountains, and recreation
areas were set up in the park area. Also, an
artificial lake, skateboard and children’s play-
grounds were built on the territory of the Mzi-
uri Park. After the completion of the project,
another fully well-equipped multifunctional
recreation zone added to the capital...The
upgraded infrastructure adapted for people
with disabilities, as well as for parents of chil-
dren in strollers. Reconstruction works were
supervised by the Ministry of Infrastructure
and Thbilisi City Hall. The budget of the proj-
ect is financed by the European Investment
Bank.

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A NEW MUSEUM IN VANI

Municipal Development
Fund financed the construction
of Vani archaeological museum
and rehabilitation of adjacent ter-
ritories.

The author of the first proj-
ect-concept of Vani Museum
Complex is the German Archi-
tectural Bureau - EWA-ellis wil-
liams architects (Head - Dieter
Pfannenstiel). The construction
of the museum started with the
project of this company, howev-
er, two years later, from the point
of view of increasing the exhi-
bition space, the architectural
team of the National Museum of
Georgia, headed by Zaza lash-
vili (chief project architect), rede-

signed the project design - The overall plan
of the complex has significantly changed, a
cascade of ramps has been added, To pro-
tect the historical monuments in the vicinity of
the museum, a system of protective roofs and
more was arranged.

Within the framework of the project, was
constructed of a new four-storey museum is
underway. parking space, small libraries, lab-
oratory, cafeteria, and office rooms for admin-
istration are being was arranged as well.

Vani Archaeological Museum has not
been rehabilitated since 1985.

The project meet international standards
and is the most outstanding museum in the
region.

The museum fully adapted for people with
disabilities. Rehabilitation and reconstruction
works support the protection of Vani archae-
ological space, development of tourism infra-
structure and employment of local population.

The rehabilitation of the
historic building of the Thili-
si State Academy of Arts
began in October 2015 un-
der a major rehabilitation
project envisaging the ren-
ovation of those buildings
administered by the Minis-
try of Culture and Sport of
Georgia that are in a poor
state of preservation.

The rehabilitation de-
sign aims at preserving the
historic appearance of the
building. It is intended to
strengthen the foundation
and reinforce the structural
elements of the building,
as well as restore and con-
serve the richly decorated
interior. Along with that, the
project entails creation of
facilities for learning and
creative activities, and de-
positories for academic re-
sources and the museum.

The first phase of the
work  was involvestabi-
lised and reinforcement
measures, which followed
by the was restorated of
the structure and the his-
toric halls of the building.
At present, the building
is used as an academic
space.

The restoration and
conservation work is done
by professors, students
and graduates of the Fac-
ulty of Art History and The-
ory.

The rehabilitation proj-
ect was fully financed by
the Ministry of Culture and
Sport of Georgia. The work
completed in this year.

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CLASSICS REVIVED IN MODERN

ProJecT AUTHOR: ANETA REVIAKINA
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Key attraction of the individual
residential complex is its efficient
and close link with the environment.
Volumes presented in a given
space are very compact with major
architectonic object and ingenious-
ly combined with each other.

Architecture of the main villa is
highly original and integral. Combi-
nation of various classic geomet-
ric and mobile forms ensures the
flexibility of construction volumes.
It catches the eye by visual light-
ness and graphic precision of the
silhouette. The project of residen-
tial complex has been designed
by architect Aneta reviakina.

Constructional  lightness  of
large masses is repeated by small-
er elements of the building. Every
component is carefully positioned
in an appropriate place to stand out
with sculptural efficiency.

The main design theme is fur-
ther accentuated by the glints of
sunlight and exquisitely matched
details on facade surfaces. Classic
lines, parallels and dynamic curves
merge into speculative patterns
and silhouettes. The architectonic
melody with its changeable rhythm
is based on the highlighting of par-
ticular notes.

The contemporary building
boasts elegant interior, designed
by architect Aneta revuakina. Each
fragment of modern and classic
traditional architectural decora-
tion bears special significance.
The design is highly individual and
specifically functional, distanced
from up-to-the-minute trendy fash-
ion whims, but elegant in a quiet
and refined manner. Professional
approach shows everywhere - in
efficiently organized space , skill-
fully matched colors and textures,
carefully planned lighting, stylistic
solution of interior spaces, rele-
vant furniture, tasteful choice of
accessories... Flawless design, in-
tegrated by a general theme, forms
an original interior space, offering
comfort and pleasure.

Considering the taste and expectations of the resi-
dential apartment owners. He created a refined modern
interior space with clear graphics, original furniture and
skillful color contrasts. Unexpected design touches add
lightness to the residential space and increase the effi-
ciency of its planning.

Creating this interior, author endowed it with
comfort and originality, which would not look natural in
any other place.

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In December last year, a hotel with a very bright and Euro-
pean-style sophisticated interior opened in the center of Thilisi.

Today, our guest designer-decorator Elena Tiurina talks
about design, inspiration, French interior traditions and simply,
about the joys of life.

MAGAZINE - Elena, the interior of the hotel turned out to be
very bright, positive and eccentric, in European way, what was
the inspiration?

ELENA - As usual, | was inspired by life itself and various
events that happened ... The customer for design and decora-
tion was my long-time client, who knew about my decor educa-
tion in France. Therefore, he requested to create such an inte-

rior so that he would embellish the hotel and bring notes of the

European spirit into this space. My internship with decorating Elena Tiurina - Designer-Decorator

of life, the updated upholstery of poufs and antique
armchairs with a mix of art deco and classic prints,
especially played on the fabrics.

MAGAZINE - What fragment of the hotel was the
most difficult for decoration and your design deci-
sion?

ELENA -Perhaps the most difficult was the se-
lection of the color scheme for hotel rooms and all
the halls specifically for each floor. because the col-
or of the walls in the hotel, in my opinion, is very
important. It should be neutral enough to interact
positively with each visitor, but at the same time, the
color of the walls carries the emotional component
of the interior, so it should be interesting, attract at-
tention and find an echo in feelings.

At this hotel | offered the customer a choice
of three colors, we experimentally painted three
rooms in each of them and, then, the final choice
was taken. We have chosen one of my favorite col-
ors, called durk egg, often used in English interiors.

is also connected with France by many embodied
works, so working on the interior with such request
was very pleasant for me.

MAGAZINE: Great start! In such a case, we will
ask you questions in an easy going French manner.
So, let’s begin:

-In created by you design, what is your favourite
place in this project?

ELENA - yes ... as they say, what took the great-
est efforts, we love the most ... Therefore, perhaps
my favorite place in the hotel is the lobby area with a
glass panel decorated with gilded fabric. The thing is
that | had to manually lay out this fabric with surreal-
istic folds, standing at a height of about two meters
(and | am very afraid of heights) and the difficulty
was that all this decor had to be pressed immediate-
ly against the wall with glass panels and strength-
ened... It was for real teamwork with the help of my
amazing contractors. It was not easy, but we did it
and we got such a golden oasis of luxury, against
which the painting on the lamp in the form of a tree

.And for this color we have select-
ed the upholstery for furniture in
the rooms, the color and quality
of the curtains .., table lamps and
paintings so that each room can
play its own melody

MAGAZINE - Indeed, the com-
bination is very aristocratic and at
the same time has contemporary
vibes.

Let us proceed to the next
question.

What was the most awaited
element of your design that took
place in the project of this hotel?

ELENA - Yes .. (laughs) the
embodiment of one of the pieces
of furniture | designed, | had to
wait as much as 14 years ... This
is the reception desk made in the
form of an infinity symbol. And. |
designed it back in 2005, while
developing a furniture line for sev-
eral Italian and one of the Baltic
furniture factories. This table was
not included in mass production,
due to many non-standard parts
.. And, finally, in the summer of
2019, my idea was realized here
in Thbilisi, and by the way it was
perfectly made by Georgian spe-
cialists in production of non-stan-
dard furniture.

MAGAZINE - A table in the
style of the symbol of infinity ... is it
somehow connected with energy?

ELENA - Energy and its move-
ment is very important, if not the
most important components of my
projects. It is very important that
the interior is filled with positive
and unified breath, so that the ob-

MAGAZINE - What is the most non-French
element or zone in the interior of the hotel?

ELENA - Historically it happened that al-
most every old French interior had decor el-
ements or paintings brought from England,
| used the same technique in the hotel on
Brosse street.

| have come up with such a waiting area
in typical English style, where new visitors can
await their check in. | placed here a sofa with
a high back in a silk cage, portraits of hunting

jects really combine with each other on the energy plane and
can conduct dialogue, revitalizing and filling the interior with
energy and beauty.

MAGAZINE - What was the most difficult element or interior
area in this hotel for execution and design?

ELENA - This zone turned out to be the ceiling area of the
entire first floor. Due to the technical specifics of the location of
the ventilation and air conditioning systems, it turned out that
in many places the ceiling had to be lowered, and the easiest

solution would be to lower the entire ceiling evenly .. but | con-
sciously didn’t go for it because the proportions of the room
would not be respected. Therefore, | had to fantasize right on

dogs and chandeliers echoing with dec-
orative cages for, also decorative birds,
made of Murano glass. It turned out in
an English way: succinctly and cozy at
the same time.

MAGAZINE - and, finally, question
6 to the hotel interior: What is the most
frivolous element or area in your project?

ELENA - This is a hat-bar on the ter-
race of the last floor. When | designed
this space, | wanted to emphasize the
lightness and carefreeness of the up-
coming vacation in this great place. So |
came up with this hat like holiday mood.
And to reinforce the idea: the lamps in
the form of gilded hats and the color
of the walls: a combination of lavender
with the color of raspberries - all this em-
phasizes a joyful attitude to life!

MAGAZINE - Elena! Thank you for
an interesting interview! and We are
waiting for your new embodied projects
in Thilisi and abroad!

Number 17 is a favorite and
lucky number of Tamar Javakhishvili, the founder of the
hotel. All the important events in his life are connected
with this number and this is where the name of the ho-
tel came from.

The hotel has a bar, a restaurant and a conference hall
for thirty people. An open pool is located in the cozy
yard of the hotel.
