YODEZEEN architects designed Shelest a recreation complex on the river, one of the most visited

places in the Kyiv area that brings nature closer in a highly aesthetic manner.
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Architect's statement: Architecture that
brings nature closer in the Shelest project

We look beyond new horizons, expand
the boundaries of what is possible and do it
every day, sometimes even looking ahead.
But when our resources are running out, we
all invariably strive to be closer to the only
common source and home for all of us - to
nature. In the project of the Shelest recreational
complex, YODEZEEN studio did everything to
help her accept us.
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The work on the project's architecture, which is
located in a dense pine forest and on the shores of the
Kyiv Sea, contributes to the fact that only fresh thoughts
and ideas come to mind. The first task for the team was
to slow down, walk around the neighborhood, get some
fresh air and feel the atmosphere that the client, the
local developer, was trying to create. He talked a lot
about the environmental friendliness of everything that
concerns and is associated with a suburban complex

and sought to complement the purity of nature with
architecture that would organically flow into it.

The team was working on the Shelest project shared
with the architects their primary goal: to create an
atmosphere that helps clients remember how to slow
down. And so, you will not hear loud music anywhere on
the territory, or you will not notice the bustle, because
here, the priority is to listen to the rustle of trees and the
singing of birds. Therefore, they call it a ,conservation
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area“ for the environment and their customers: a
place where they will not be disturbed.

The main task of the YODEZEEN studio team
is to convey the idea of the recreational complex
itself with the help of arc hitectural solutions
and bring a person closer to nature. Therefore,
the team developed the exterior design of two
buildings, a restaurant and a reception, on both
sides of the pool, the main gathering places for
holidaymakers, and integrated them into the
overall landscape. Conceptually, this solution
strived for authenticity and fusion with nature,
not only due to natural materials but also by
the massiveness of the con s truction. Thus,
the architects designed a lightweight, almost
weightless structure that ¢ omplemented the
existing Zen, but at the same time, did not
create an unnecessary urban load on the
space.

Both buildings of 1,200 square meters are
composed of pine beams arranged in a rhythm,
a bit like substantial open birdhouses. The main

emphasis is on the environmental friendliness
of the atmosphere and the materials used.
Thus, pine of the same species that grows in
the recreational complex forest was chosen as
the primary construction material. The architects
lined the outer cladding of the facades with
wooden battens. They made the interior spaces
as open as possible with visible structural
trusses to look free.

The restaurant and reception are located at
the gathering point for guests to dine by the pool
during the day, and in the evenings, sitting at
your table, watch the flaming fires slightly break
the silence against the backdrop of the night
forest.

»1he work on this project was carried out
carefully and unhurriedly, as the creators of
this complex intended it. We tried to smoothly
and authentically fit into the already existing
space, not shaking it, but joining it, “said Artem
Zverev, co-founder and leading architect of the
YODEZEEN studio.

In order to satisfy client and create a unique visual and
functional experience for customers, each step is passed
with accuracy in the design and construction process. It
started a skillful research around nuclear laboratories,

its visual attractions, useful elements and similarities
between a lab and a restaurant. Then findings, stacked
together and the design process started due to the quotes
,details matter” and ,,form follows function.”

In its 95 sq m area, an indoor and outdoor salon, bar
and kitchen are considered for the ,,Cheese Lab“. Kitchen
and bar are designed in a way to be visible and transparent
inside a rusty girder structure frame that makes food
preparation processes and cheese melting devices visible
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to customers. It reminds an isolated laboratory behind the
large glass and rusty reinforced concrete short wall. The
kitchen interior walls continue to ceiling in a curve form
and are covered by anti-corrosion tiles and built-in linear
LED lights to comply with sanitary standards. Decorative
pipes that come from barrels in the salon, connected
to foodstuffs storage capsule, also kitchen ventilators
appearance, are redesigned the same as a huge chimney.

Salon is formed similar to an explosion-proof concrete




site by covering all surfaces with micro
cement. Floor is decorated with metal
pieces that are used in nuclear reactors
and the ceiling is filled with 2 and 3 inches
of rotten pipes that connect barrels that are
stored on wooden shelves, to capsules in
the kitchen. Shelf shape bar and genuine
leather lengthy sofa, places as social
spaces or for gatherings. Orange rusts on
pipes and girders, natural brown materials,
like wood and leather, also yellow helmets
and rounding lights, intelligently speared
everywhere to warm up metal and
concrete surfaces, and the cold industrial
atmosphere of ,Cheese Lab“. It causes
the area don't be repetitive for the audience
and regular customers, and that they
always find new points among the details.

Most of the equipment and objects
like Coca Cola barrel refrigerator,
flashlights over the pallet desk, exclusive




faucet that charges with barrels and its wash basin, steel
desk and seats, industrial shape speakers and CCTVs
are designed industrial in an artistic way. Other objects
and details are the real industrial and laboratory ones, like
power boxes, fire hoses, thermometers, electricity and
water pipes, and also explosion-proof lights prepared from
real sites. These things are regulated and really work in
the installation system of the restaurant. Customers will
become excited and entertained when they see pointers
moving on instruments, switches working, alarm lights
starting working sometimes, and can wear helmets while

their meals are going to be ready. Because of industrial
materials, rusty objects and equipment that used, all
surfaces and stuff that need are covered by protective
polish to protect health items and prevent objects from
possible destruction.

JArchitecture arises when mankind creates an
atmosphere beyond basic needs and functions. Architect
success comes when he gives a memory to users
among his creatures and makes them take a photo as
a memento. Architecture is performed when an architect
can give users pleasure while they have to stay and wait.“

Mehedad Mardiha, founder of "Archo.Co" studio says.

Divider between indoor and outdoor salons contains a
full-length door and 8 pieces of rolling window, made from
tempered glass with full scratched metal frame that opens
horizontally completely when needed and integrates
both salons. It helped client to host more people during
pandemic COVID-19 and circulate air in a good way in all
areas, which attracts many worried customers.

Outdoor area is surrounded by pallets with barrels on
it, that is the destination of tangled pipes. Those are used
as outdoor tables that have plants around them. Radiative

heaters and folding awnings are built in related style and
are put in place to make customers comfortable on cold,
rainy or sunny days. Eventually, when you get farther from
the outdoor area, on top of the restaurant entrance, 3
massive stunning yellow rounding blades show off on flat
fragmented raw metal boards. That is the ,Cheese Lab“
logo, which reminds base material of the ,Cheese Lab“
dishes and also the ,nuclear waste site warning“ sign.
